President’s Message

Traveling Alone or with Others

Over years of diving, lots of us have had opportunities to travel
with groups of friends. However, this isn’t always how it works
out. On several trips, | just took off on my own because I
couldn’t find anyone that wanted to head my direction. Two
things that | can honestly say about this topic is (1) I like it better
when I’'m traveling with friends and (2) it’s still a lot of fun even
when friends aren’t along.

When booking a trip with friends, there is extra overhead just
trying to get the whole group on the same page. This can often
end up more like an exercise in herding cats than anything re-
motely posing as organization. Sometimes the best approach is
for the group to get a great package deal on a trip with a reputa-
ble dive travel operation. At least this tends to polarize the
group into thinking along a single itinerary. It doesn’t always
work but at least it’s a good approach. 1’1l call this Option 1. On
the other end of the scale, you just tell everyone to show up with
their gear and be prepared to dive between dates A and B. The
rest is up to the others on the trip to figure out. Let’s call this
Option 2.

Option 1: Package Trips

Benefits: Simpler planning for everyone. Lower overall cost
(usually). Professional routing, planning tools, advice, and other
useful customer services (i.e., just show up and go).

Disadvantages: Less flexibility (but not always).
Option 2: Do it Yourself
Benefits: More flexibility. Learning new skills.

Disadvantages: A lot more effort spent making sure everything
fits. Less leverage in negotiating better prices and perks.

When | have traveled with groups, especially with friends from
HUPS, I’ve always had a good time. It gives me an opportunity
to really get to know people better. There’s really nothing like
sharing experiences such as dive trips to cement relationships. It
also makes traveling easier when you have someone else helping
keep things moving along smoothly. And on really longggg
trips, its nice to have someone close to complain to. Misery
loves company. For UW photographers, traveling in packs
makes sense too. 1’ve seen many instance when someone comes
to the rescue of another when equipment problems surface.
There’s real value in having a good support group. Sharing
knowledge and discussing photographic techniques is also a
normal event when photographers travel together. It’s a great
way to hone skills and to make quick progress. Then, after the
trip, you have a great excuse to get together and party. What’s
not to like?

That said, going it alone isn’t all that bad either. Sure you might
be missing out on some of the finer points and benefits but
there’s an element of excitement, discovery and mystery about
traveling to remote locations with strangers. It’s something that
I enjoy.

Trip Report - Loreto Baja Mexico

If your looking for an off-the-beaten path dive location with a
romantic rustic charm...The Baja Outpost in Loreto Baja, Mex-
ico is the destination for you. Continental now offers direct
flights from Houston, about 2 _ hours on Express Jet service.
The $198 round trip special was hard to pass up. Loreto is a few
hours drive north of La Paz. The town of Loreto is really a fish-
ing village. It reminded me of old Mexico 20 years ago. Only a
few tourist shops and no hawkers. Restaurants are excellent and
inexpensive. The historic district is the center of town and is
very very clean and charming. A mission dating to 1700 is a fo-
cal point. Loreto was actually the first capital of all Baja Cali-
fornia including USA California many years ago.

The Sea of Cortez area you dive is one Mexico's early Marine
Parks. Loreto sits close to a few islands which are the primary
dive sites. I believe about 50 un-moored sites in total. The diving
terrain is various pinnacles, rock and cliff/wall formations. Some
hard coral and gorgonians. The seas were calm and many sites

are sheltered. The sea life is plentiful and no site will disappoint.

Sea Lion point on Cornado Is. was a great fun dive with numer-
ous sea lions playing or sun bathing. Seamount, a triple pinnacle
with wall in between was my favorite site. On almost every boat
ride (Outboard panga's) we encountered pods of bottlenose dol-
phins and even leaping rays (a first for me). Camera lens sugges-
tions include wide angle and macro, | was expecting large ani-
mals and actually found a lot of macro too. Whale season was
missed but the area is known for whale shark and grey whale
watching tours. The fishing specialty is for Dorado and Sailfish.
More information can be found on the Loreto.com web site.

The Baja Outpost is a small family run palapa (Palm leaf grass
hut) bed and breakfast. It's a bit rustic, curb appeal at the en-
trance could be improved. The palapa's are clean, charming and
AJC works. There a 6 palapa's with double bed's. Ideal for cou-
ples. I don't think the resort is for children or the handicapped.
Breakfast was plentiful with fruits, eggs, cereals, breads and real
espresso coffee. The dive lunches, also included, were great.
Good variety from Mexican, Pasta, Fish all with rice and fruits.
The beach is down the road, they have no pool. You walk about
a _ mile to the marina each morning for diving. Gear is already
placed in the boat. There is a rinse tank and racks for gear etc at
the Baja Outpost. You don't really have to carry anything. The
camera rinse tank on the boat is a large cooler. There is no stor-
age other than the boat floor or your lap. The owner, Leon is a
great dive guide and fun personality.

You Ought'a be in Movies

Well, not staring in movies, making movies - or videos, as they
are called now. And why should you want to be making videos,
when you have just invested a gazillion dollars in the latest (this
week) DSLR camera, a titanium-chromium housing capable of
surviving exposure to the atmosphere of Jupiter, and a lighting
system that washes out a lightning bolt so you can take artisti-
cally composed, brilliantly colored, digitally enhanced (OK, I
take that back), and sharply focused still photographs - or im-
ages, as they are called now? Well, how many of you have gone
home and flipped on the good ol' TV hoping to catch a really
good slide show? Don't' you want to see something, well, move
around a bit?

There used to not be many underwater photographers. Top of
the line gear (the Nikonos system, for example) was relatively
just as expensive as comparable digital equipment is now, and
there were certainly a lot of divers interested in capturing images
of what they saw while diving. The real problem was the “in-
stant gratification factor.” Film and its processing was costly
and limited the underwater photographer to 36 exposures per
dive. Frustratingly, it would not be until, at best, several hours
later (if processing was available on site or onboard), but more
probably weeks after returning from the dive site that the pho-
tographer would know how many shots turned out and whether
or not the camera settings had been correct or should have been
changed.

When digital technology came in, this obstacle was overcome,
and the experienced photographer was released from the limita-
tions of film. It also opened up underwater photography to a
whole host of divers who had never considered photography as
part of their sport before. Low cost point and shoot cameras and
acrylic housings, and the ability to take virtually unlimited pho-
tos on any dive and to see the result in real time were liberating
factors in the proliferation of underwater photography - always
discounting the quality of the end product, over which the expe-
rienced film photographer who became the experienced digital
photographer, retained an advantage.

But underwater movie making (OK, call it cinematography)
really never had much of an amateur base. Movie cameras
themselves were never that widespread, and commercially made
underwater housings for the sport diver virtually non-existent.
Early camcorders replaced the 8mm movie camera, but they
were bulky with limited battery life and - like film - analog.
Editing was difficult and producing a finished product that was
anything except a “home movie” was nearly impossible. It was
only in the 90's, with the proliferation of compact digital cam-

corders, that a market developed for an underwater application.
Not only was it possible to video underwater, but the raw tape
could be edited using increasingly sophisticated, yet affordable
software programs on both Windows and Apple platforms. It
now becomes possible for an amateur to produce a high quality
five-minute video that includes titles, scene-to-scene transitions,
textual information, narrative, voice-over interviews, back-
ground music, and special effects. There are now numerous sites
hosting video samples from both amateurs and professionals -
for example www.uwimaging.com (Light and Motion) or
divefilmhd.com/HD%20Podcasts.html (Kathy Lynn Price). The
latter has some clips that are really at the zenith of video tech-
nology available as Podcasts.

So why, in a club of HUPS' size, is there no monthly video com-
petition or videographer of the year? Could it be that while there
are there over a hundred still photographers in HUPS, there are
only a handful of videographers? Well, if you are a “high-end”
digital still photographer, you are looking at duplicating your
investment in video equipment to aspire to the same level of
quality in video that you currently achieve in photographs, plus a
learning curve, particularly in the editing process. If you are a
beginner or intermediate photographer with entry level or ad-
vanced point-and-shoot equipment, you may wish to gain more
experience with underwater imaging before making the decision
either to go to a DSLR rig or to explore video. But for those of
you pondering video, let me discourage you further (sorry).

Consumer (and what has become known as “pro-sumer”) video
technology is at an inflection point comparable to the switch
from digital point-and-shoot to DSLR technology. The video
inflection point is the move from standard definition to high
definition. While standard definition video cameras continue to
be manufactured (but not by all the big names), high definition is
certainly the wave of the future - how many of you are in the
market for a good analog TV these days? Bought a VCR lately?
Music cassette? Sure you can still buy CD's, but have you heard
about the iPod? And this provides an opportunity to go two
ways into video - standard definition equipment that is continu-
ally dropping in price because it is on its way to obsolescence,
but which will continue to produce a very good product for sev-
eral years, or more expensive high definition equipment, which
becomes more sophisticated in the same manner that computers
do (and also becomes obsolete technologically speaking, in the
same manner).

In the next few articles (more if | get ambitious and the newslet-
ter permits), | will cover both standard definition and high defi-
nition approaches to underwater video, and video techniques -
some common to both technologies and some specific to one or
the other.

In the meantime, if you already possess a compact digital cam-
corder purchased within the last couple of years, you already
have an investment in what can become your suite of underwater
video equipment. Take a look at the websites of the following
companies for tables of compatible housings and lighting sys-
tems - Ikelite
(http://www.ikelite.com/web_pages/videoone.html), Gates
(http://www.gateshousings.com/), Light and Motion (Sony cam-
eras only - www.uwimaging.com) to get an idea of the equip-
ment available and the costs involved. These sites can also
guide you to selecting a camera for an underwater application.
Another site in this later category, which is taking on the role of
Olympus in the digital point-and-shoot category (moderately
priced cameras with compatible low cost housings), is Bonica
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Snapper at
http://www.scuba.com/shop/manmain.asp?manufacturer=bonica
&PKeyword=bonica. This company is producing an “inexpen-
sive” (relatively, that is) camera and housing sold as a unit. Of
course, a Google search for underwater video equipment will
turn up additional resources, and general photographic equip-
ment sites like that of B&H photo
(http://www.bhphotovideo.com) provide opportunities to com-
pare equipment from several manufacturers.

The basic underwater video equipment consists of a camera and
compatible housing. You will need a red or orange filter (usually
sold with the housing), which can be either internal or external
to achieve the proper “white balance” underwater, whereby the
colors that appear on the video are not washed out by the “blue-
ness” of the water. Optional equipment includes a lighting sys-
tem (lights, batteries, cables, and arms to attach the lighting sys-
tem to the housing), optional lenses for wide angle or macro
applications (video camera lenses are usually wide angle but
have excellent zoom properties suitable for most situations), and
for some housings, LCD displays (some available in HD) to sub-
stitute for the optical or LCD viewfinder on the camera.

The next article will discuss standard definition video equip-
ment.

The subject/topic is "Lightroom" a new photo
management/editing software program by Adobe. According to
James: “Unlike Photoshop which is for in-depth image editing,
Lightroom is a photo library/database & RAW conversion pro-
gram. Lightroom was designed to fill a specific "hole" in
Adobe's product line - for professional workflow use. The big-
gest feature for us underwater photographers is Lightroom's in-
credible RAW converter. Adobe has added many options that
make it both easier and faster to make better looking images
from our RAW captures. They have also finally designed a pro-
gram that will let you tweak a bunch of RAW files then convert
them to JPEGs in the background while you work on something
else. With Lightroom, | can plug my card in after a dive, down-
load the images to my computer automatically, select and proc-
ess the keepers, and have a folder of JPEG's in about 10 min-
utes.”

James is a serious techie always keeping up with the latest and
greatest tools for underwater photographers. James has led sev-
eral workshops for HUPS and always does a great job.

As usual this workshop will be another great opportunity to learn
from our most knowledgeable members. Plan to bring your lap-
top with Lightroom installed to get the most out of this work-
shop. If you haven’t purchased Lightroom a free 30 day trial is
